Course Description

French for beginning intermediate students based on the Common European Framework of
Reference for Languages. This course takes place at the IEFE (Institute for Foreign Students of
French) in Montpellier and at our program center in Montpellier. In this course, you will build on
the speaking, writing, listening, and reading skills you acquired in the previous levels and also
increase your knowledge and cultural awareness of Francophone culture. Reading, writing, and
culture will be the focal points. Topics may include: cultural identity, food, family, education,
work, nationality, and diversity.

Course Objectives

The following topics and skill areas will be explored over the course of the program.

Grammar:
e Conjugations: the indicative, the conditional, subjunctive, imperative, gerundive
e Determiners: possessive, demonstrative, and indefinite adjectives
e Adjectives: placement/word order, comparatives, and superlatives
e Connectors (space and time)
e Compound sentences
e Pronouns: personal, relative, interrogative, possessive, and demonstrative

Lexical skills:

e In-depth everyday vocabulary/professions/the working world/personal and professional
space

heritage of France and its inhabitants.

The course focuses on class discussions with an emphasis on speaking, listening, reading and

writing.
